We have worked with our development team, private national 

developer WinnDevelopment and nonprofit Rhode Island developer Omni 

Development Corporation, along with their consultants Sokoloff Associates, 

to make the redevelopment of the Prospect Street property within our reach.  

We wish to also thank Rhode Island Housing for their support and guidance 

on Prospect Street. We have formed a strong alliance with the Central Falls 

Housing Authority to combine our resources and talents to better serve all 

the residents of both cities. We have been involved in the Pawtucket/Central 

Falls Health Equity Zone Initiative working with LISC and local partners to 

create a healthier and complete array of services for our community. This 

includes improving access to healthcare and healthy foods, increasing sup-

port for housing and the end of homelessness, increasing opportunities for 

jobs and income sources, improving the overall quality of life and improving 

youth and elderly engagement in healthy outcomes. And thanks to the hard 

work of the PHA staff we have once again achieved a high performer status 

from the Department of Housing and Urban Development on both the Public 

Housing and Housing Choice Voucher programs.

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ABOUT PAWTUCKET HOUSING  

 
The Housing Authority of the City of Pawtucket, Rhode Island subsidizes housing to low and moderate 

income individuals and families in six developments consisting of 1,076 apartments throughout the city. 

During Fiscal Year 2016, the Housing Authority of the City of Pawtucket (PHA) was recognized by the 

Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) for its public housing program during the pre-

vious fiscal year. In addition, the PHA received from HUD its eleventh consecutive ñHigh Performerò 

designation for effectively managing the Housing Choice Voucher program.  

 

More details of accomplishments in Fiscal Year 2016 are as follows: 

 

 

¶ The PHA received HUD approval for the Rental Demonstration Program (RAD) at our 560 Prospect 

Street development. Under this program, 560 Prospect Street will undergo a comprehensive mod-

ernization program starting in Fiscal Year 2017. The development teams are WinnDevelopment and 

Omni Development  Corporation.  

 

¶ In September 2015, as part of our mission to provide housing to the homeless and veterans, the 

Housing Authority established a preference for óchronically homeless veterans.ô As a result of that 

preference, seven homeless veterans received housing during the fiscal year. An important compo-

nent of this program is a complement of various support services provided by several community-

based agencies as these veterans transition into stable residences after many years of homelessness. 

 

¶ In March 2016, 560 Prospect Street (Prospect Heights) was added to the National Register of His-

toric Places by the National Park Service for ñits contributions to social history and the history of 

community planning/development in Pawtucket. 

 

¶ During the upcoming year, the PHA will be working to 

enhance employee knowledge and skills across the range 

of their respective job responsibilities.  The staff will at-

tend specialized trainings in all aspects of public housing 

policy and regulation, as well as computer software ap-

plications (housing-specific and Microsoft products). 

The PHA is also researching the procurement of an elec-

tronic document management system for our tenant files. 

The switch to electronic documents can be a tremendous 

cost-saving opportunity for the PHA and enhance the 

PHAôs ñGo Green Initiativesò.
